is always tethered to the love of God. In this series, we want to affirm that faith is

a constant journey of steadfast pursuit, one that ebbs and flows. We want to affirm
the ways Peter keeps going: he drops his nets, he walks on water, he runs to the
empty tomb, he swims to the shore to meet the risen Christ. He keeps searching and
yearning and loving, even after missteps or mistakes. Ultimately, in Peter’s story, we are
reminded that God loves imperfect people...just like us.
